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House Policies | General Patron Information

Backstage. Only persons with official CPAC business are permitted backstage. Audience members are not permitted
backstage or on stage before, during, or after performances, unless specifically allowed as part of a performance or at the
discretion of the producing artists/production management.

Cameras and Recorders. The use of audio and/or visual equipment is strictly prohibited. No flash photography of any
kind. House Management reserves the right to confiscate any misused audio and/or visual equipment. Such equipment
will be returned to the owner after the conclusion of the performance.

Children. Age appropriateness varies per performance and is at the complete discretion of parents who choose to bring
children to a production at CPAC. All children must have their own, ticketed seat. No babes in arms are allowed.

Concessions. Concessions will be on sale before the show and during intermission for select performances. Please be
respectful of the performers and your fellow patrons and open wrappers quietly. Please put your trash in the trash
receptacles.

Latecomers. All performances begin promptly. Latecomers will be seated at the discretion of the House Manager, in
coordination with the rules and stipulations of the production.

Parking. Free parking is available in the parking lots on the East & West sides of the property. Valet parking available at
the main lobby entrance. Handicap only spaces are available as marked.

Participation. By participating in or attendance of any activity in connection with the Clermont Performing Arts Center
(CPAC) and the City of Clermont, Fl., whether on or off the performance premises, you consent to the use of any print or
digital photograph, pictures, film, or videotape taken of you for publicity, promotion, television, websites, or any other use,
and expressly waive any right of privacy, compensation, copyright, or ownership right connected to same. Additionally,
you agree to indemnify and hold blameless the Clermont Performing Arts Center and the City of Clermont, FL. and its
officers, employees, and agents (including the owners and operators of the venue where the performance/event is held),
from any liability or claim resulting from or pertaining to your attendance or participation.

Perfume. Please refrain from using excessive perfume, cologne, or lotion.

Problems. If you experience any problems, please notify an usher and the situation will be handled as quickly and
discreetly as possible. The House Manager reserves the right to ask any disruptive audience member to leave without a
refund.

Program. Program, artists, and dates are subject to change without notice.

Quiet. Cellular phones, pagers, and all other electronic devices should be turned off during performances. Please refrain
from talking during performances or during overtures and musical interludes.

Refunds/Exchange. There are no refunds or exchanges on any performance unless a performance is cancelled. CPAC
subscribers must exchange tickets at least 48 hours prior to a performance.

Smoking. The Clermont Arts & Recreation Center (which includes CPAC) is a non-smoking campus.

Tickets. All patrons, regardless of age, must have a ticket to enter the theatre (for ticketed events). Tickets reported as
lost, stolen, or exchanged may not be honored.

Wheelchair. For assistance with wheelchair seating contact the House Manager when arriving at the theatre. When
purchasing tickets, please contact the box office.
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House Policies | Visiting Artists/Productions

Personnel. A CPAC/City of Clermont Staff Member must be present for ANY activity within the building.

Theater Entrance. All artist and personnel should enter through the stage/loading doors located on the west side of the
facility.

Backstage Access. Access is limited to authorized personnel of the artist and CPAC/City of Clermont only. Any guests
or visitors backstage must be approved by CPAC prior to visitation.

Parking. All performers, technical staff and artistic personnel will need to park in the west lot near the Hammock Ridge
Rd entrance, and park at the rear of the lot to save closer spots for patrons.

Marketing and Publicity. Placement of any posters, flyers, etc. on or around the Clermont Arts & Recreation Center is
solely at the discretion of the CPAC management. The artist shall not affix any materials to the building directly. All
marketing materials for the event must be approved by the Theater Operations Manager and/or designated representative
prior to distribution or general market release.

Telephone and Internet. Guest Wi-Fi access to the internet is available free of charge to visiting performing artists and
their staff members only.

Smoking. The Clermont Arts & Recreation Center is a smoke free campus.

House and Lobby Opening. The lobby is opened 1 hour prior to the scheduled time of the event, and the House is open
to the patrons % hour prior to the scheduled time of the event. Any delay in the opening of the house, or the starting of the
event is done at the discretion of the Front of House Manager and/or the Theater Operations Manager.

Liquor. No unauthorized alcohol may be brought into the facility, no alcohol provided through Food and Beverage may
be removed from the building before, during, or after the event.

lllegal Substances. lllegal drugs, controlled substances and non-authorized alcoholic beverages are not permitted in or
on the property at any time.

Security. Security will be provided based upon the scope and needs of the event.

Stage. Bolting or fastening to the stage floor is expressly forbidden. Any attaching to the stage walls must be reviewed
with the Theater Operations Manager prior to approval. No taping, nailing, etc. in the dressing rooms, green room, or
backstage walls is permitted.

House Curtains. Nothing may be affixed to any of the draperies or soft goods in the CPAC.

Cables and Wiring. Any and all additional cables and wiring for lights, sound, and effects must be run safely along the
floor, stage and house; in addition, cables and wiring should be taped down in the appropriate areas to maintain the safety
of all parties; said safety is under the discretion of the Theater Operations Manager.

Sound Check and Rehearsal. No audience is permitted at scheduled rehearsals or sound checks without prior approval
of both artist and CPAC Theater Operations Manager. In addition, CPAC reserves the right to set the final volume levels
for any sound in the facility.
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Attire. Any personnel required to be in the House and/or have contact with Patrons during the event, must be attired
appropriately; this includes but is not limited to all black, no ripped jeans, t-shirts, appropriate shoes, etc.

Breakdown and Load Out. No breakdown of the stage or load out may begin until the House is deemedfic | ear 0 by
member of the CPAC Staff. Upon load out of an event, all related equipment and material must be removed. Anything left

in the building subsequent to an event will be disposed of. At the end of load out, it is the sole responsibility of the visiting
artist/productions to ensure all visiting inventory is clear of the building.

Dangerous Activity. Safety to persons and property is considered the most important rule of consideration. If at any time
the well-being of staff, patrons or equipment is threatened or jeopardized, it is within the power of the CPAC staff to
terminate these actions immediately.

Medical Staff. EMT medical staff can be on site for each event. Additional costs are involved.

Assistive Listening. The CPAC mainstage venue is equipped with a Listen Technologies RF personal listening system
that that delivers an exceptional listening experience for users with or without hearing aids and cochlear implants.

Dressing Rooms

Green Room

Rehearsal Hall

A large, multipurpose room that can be used as a large green room, production office, rehearsal
space, or can be set up as a chorus dressing room or rooms (separated by pipe and drape).

Restrooms/showers

There is one, single stall restroom located next to the Rehearsal Hall. There are restrooms located
up stage right, outside the double doors leading out of the backstage hallway. One for women and
one for men, these restrooms are large, and contain shower facilities and lockers. Please let
management know if you will need these facilities.

Laundry Facilities

A laundry room is available that includes 1 washer and 1 dryer. Please let management know if
you will need this facility.

Load in

Loading doors are located on the west side of the Clermont Arts & Recreation Center. Concrete pad
allows room for 1 truck to back up to doors. Ramp down to street level. Push is through loading
doors, through hallway to Performance hall. Ramp up to stage level, or push through raked
backstage hallway to stage level up stage right.
